to the Ohio Sea Grant College Program, which developed the Ohio Clean Marinas 
Program in partnership with the Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR). Ohio 
Clean Marinas Program was launched in 2004 with grant funding provided by the 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) and administered through

to use simple, innovative solutions to keep Ohio’s 
coastal and inland waterways clean. The program 
assists participating marina operators in protecting the 
resources that provide their livelihood – clean water and 
fresh air. The primary goal of the program is to 
encourage environmental stewardship by encouraging 
marinas and boaters to adopt a series of best 
management practices that help increase awareness of 
environmental laws, rules and jurisdictions.
