This letter is to request permission to use a portion of the Showboat property located on North Main
Street to organize a one-day event for the Huron Community. If approved, the event will be scheduled
to take place on August 1%, 2020 with festivities beginning at 11am and ending at 11pm.

This event is at the preliminary stages of planning but will include paddle board races at the Showboat
beach, the performance of 3 local bands, food trucks and a fenced off section for the sale of beer or
wine.

My request includes the following:

o Use of the Showboat property gravel parking lot and the grass area directly to the right of the
parking lot. (This does not include the grass area to the North of the parking lot where erosion
has occurred and is currently blocked off).

o To allow the sale of beer during the event (a 1-day beer & wine license will be obtained through
a 5013c).

¢ Road closure beginning just after the residential driveway owned by the Babson family.

o The use of Huron Police to be hired for security at the event at a fee to be determined.

If approved, liability insurance will be obtained and compliance with all Covid-19 rules will be followed
as directed by the Erie County Health Department. All proceeds from the event will be donated to the
City of Huron to be used specifically toward capital projects or improvements at the Showboat property.
